Message from the Superintendent 
 

Dear Rebel Nation, 

 
I want to take this opportunity to welcome our students, parents and community to the 2019-20 school year.  This year, the first 
day of school is scheduled for Wednesday, August 21st.  Preschool and Kindergarten Orientation and Open House is 
scheduled for Thursday, August 15th from 4:00 - 6:00 p.m.  Open House for all other grades is scheduled for Monday, August 
19th from 4:00 - 6:00 p.m. in each respective building.  All home room lists and bus schedules for will be posted on August 19th.   
 
This will begin our 2nd year using online paperless forms.  For returning students you will only need to edit information if there are any changes. 
If your personal information is the same, you will only need to electronically sign the forms.  The form system will be available for you on August 
1st, 2019.  We will have areas established during all Open Houses if you need assistance.  At the Elementary, help will be in the Media Center, 
and at the Middle and High School, computers will be available in the PAC lobby.  
 
We again thank our community for passage of the bond issue.  We will be posting some meeting times throughout the year for public input into the 
design of the building.  We will spend 12-16 months in the design phase with the community, staff, and students.  At the conclusion of this initial 
process, we will have schematics prepared to bid the project  for construction.  This is an exciting time to work together with our community. 
 
There are two changes that should be noted for this year and one item to reinforce.  First, the YMCA staff is in place for before and after school 
care.  If you are interested in this service, please register ASAP.  Materials are available at crestviewrebels.org.  The service will start on the first 
day of school.  Secondly, there is one major change in the 5-12 student handbook: Cell phones cannot be out in classes or halls.  If a student has 
their phone out, it will be taken by staff.  On the first offense, the student will receive it back at the end of the day.  If there is a second offense, the 
parent of the student will need to come to school to pick the phone up.  Only high school students will be allowed to have their phones out at 
lunch.  Lastly, if a student is caught vaping, he or she must go through an education program, pay a fine to court, and face a suspension.  This 
policy was passed by the board last spring.  
  
There have been no changes to the traffic patterns and parking for the 2019-20 school year.  The notes here are a reminder for students, staff, 
parents, and the community.  High School and Middle School bus drop-off and boarding will be in front of the high school entrance (Entrance #1). 
High School students will enter and exit through the high school entrance.  Middle School students will enter and exit through the east Performing 
Arts Center entrance.  Elementary bus drop-off and boarding will remain in the upper parking lot loop at the Elementary.  Staff members will be 
available both in the morning and afternoon to help students. 
 
All student drivers will once again park in the football stadium parking lot.  Student drivers are required to enter the football stadium parking lot 
via the Elementary School entrance from Middleton Road and travel down the access road to the stadium.  Please note that this gate will 
be closed at 8:00 a.m., prior to the arrival of the Elementary buses.  Student drivers will enter and exit the building through the high school art 
room entrance (Entrance #9).  Student drivers leaving the parking lot in the afternoon will exit via the driveway leading to Crestview Road (across 
from the bus garage).  Student drivers should be aware that they will not be released until after the buses have departed.  All student drivers must 
have their vehicle registered and must have a valid student parking permit.  Student drivers returning midday from the Career Center or College 
Credit courses will get a special parking permit so that they will be able to enter by the high school office upon return. 
 
All high school and middle school students using parent transport will be picked up and dropped off in the visitor parking lot on the west 
side of the Performing Arts Center.  Entrance to this lot will be from the access road driveway (across from the bus garage). This 
driveway will be a one-way road during the morning from 7:10 a.m. until 7:40 a.m.  In order to keep cars from backing up on Crestview Road and 
for the safety of our students, parents should follow the directions of staff members directing traffic.  High school and middle school students 
using parent transport will enter the building through the west entrance to the Performing Arts Center.  Parents of high school/middle school 
students dropping off or picking up students will then exit the parking lot through the east exit to the Performing Arts Center parking lot (the exit 
closest to the west side of the building).  During the morning hours of 7:15 a.m. to 7:45 a.m. this will be a one way exit.  Elementary pickup and 
drop off will remain the same as last year.  Parents dropping off in the morning should continue forward, parallel to the sidewalk until you reach 
the north entrance to the elementary building.  By moving forward to this entrance we will avoid congestion in the parking lot and keep our 
students safe.  Once again, this year we anticipate a large number of parent transport students, especially at the beginning of the school year. 
Please be patient, follow directions and keep our children safe!  
 
Visitors to the Middle School and High School should use the visitor parking lot on the west side of the Performing Arts Center and enter the 
building through the Performing Arts Center front doors.  Elementary visitors should park in the elementary parking lot and enter through the 
elementary front doors.  These entrances are equipped with security cameras and will require the visitor to ñbuzzò in and then be admitted by 
school personnel.  Thank you for your cooperation.  Welcome back and have a great school year!
