We cannot thank all of you enough for your assistance in getting the year started. We have 74% of our

students attending daily and 26% of our students learning remotely. We have been successful because our students, staff
and community have followed our protocols. They have done what is necessary to stay in school. We know that there
will be bumps in the road, but together we will overcome every challenge.

We again would like to thank the generous donations that have funded the new multi-purpose turf field at Rebel
Stadium. The turf is being used all day long and is being privately funded. We have $500,000 in donations and we still
have room for additional donations whether they are small or large. For more information you may contact the board

Our district has a computer for everyone in Grades 2 - 12. We have an order coming in for our kindergarten and 1st
graders to get our district to a 1:1 ratio. We would like to thank our technology staff for all their work in making this
possible. We also would like to thank everyone for their patience as we teach in dual environments.

Information will be coming out for food services in the near future. We will have meals for remote and in person
students on remote Fridays. These days will include October 16™, 23 & 30™. Also, breakfasts and lunches are FREE
to all students through Christmas break. We hope that you take advantage of this service provided by the state and
USDA.

If Columbiana County ever goes to Red or Purple, we will be running a remote schedule at home. You will need to log
on to join class at the prescribed times.

The 2 0 221FAFSA form will become available on
Oct. 1, 2020, for the 2 0 2212award year, which
runs from July 1, 2021, to June 30, 2022. A student
can submit the application at any time until the end
of the award year to apply for federal aid. However,
it's important to note that state higher-education
agencies and many colleges and career schools use
FAFSA information to determine a student's
eligibility for aid from their state or school funds.
Therefore, the student should check StudentAid.gov/
fafsa for his or her state deadline and the college's
website for the school's deadline.
